WHEREAS, the enactment of the federal Fair Housing Act on April 11, 1968 came only after
a long and difficult journey; Congress had regularly considered the fair housing bill for two years, but failed to
garner a majority for its passage; however, when Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. was assassinated on
April 4, 1968, President 1yndon Johnson utilized this national tragedy to advocate for the bill's speedy
Congressional approvaly and

WHEREAS, today, we are still fighting for proper enforcement of this non-discrimination policy;
Allegheny County will continne to work with onr federal, state, and local governments to uphold the
standards of the Fair Housing Act; and

WHEREAS, Allegheny County is committed to providing safe, affordable, and fair housing to onr
residents; through the work of the Allegheny County Housing Authority and the Allegheny County Human
Relations Commission, we will work to continne to ensure the protection of fair housing rights for all.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that 1, Allegheny County Executive Rich
Fitzgerald, by virtue of the anthority vested in me, do hereby proclaim April 2015 as “Fair Housing
Month” in Allegheny County.
