On August 25, 2018 at approximately 12:37 p.m., Wilkinsburg Police
responded to the 1500 Block of Swissvale Avenue for a report of
shots fired and a male who was shot. The victim, identified as 22-
year-old Tarue Johnson, was discovered inside a residence suffering
from multiple gunshot wounds to the head. He was pronounced
deceased at the scene.

A witness reported seeing a heavy-set black male dressed in all black
and wearing a mask force entry into the victim’s residence prior to the
shooting incident. At this time, police are trying to determine a motive
for this homicide and would like to speak to any witnesses.
