WHEREAS, American Labor Unions have been vital in leading the fight to be sure that good
Jobs are available in this country that are safe and healthy and to ensure the freedom of workers to form
unions and, through their unions, to speak out and bargain for respect and a better future; and

WHEREAS, Allegheny County believes that all citizens should be protected in the workplace and
will continue to stand up for the rights of employees to fulfill the promise of safe jobs for all.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVERD that 1, Allegheny County Executive Rich
Fitzgerald, do hereby proclaim April 28, 2014 as “Workers’ Memorial Day” in Allegheny County and
urge all residents to honor this day of remembrance and action.
