ensure greatly increased retention, graduation from secondary education institutions and entry in and
completion of postsecondary education; and

WHEREAS, NEED provides career and college access services which empower youth from the
Pittsburgh region to aspire to, learn abont, prepare for, and complete higher education; since its founding in
1963, NEED has supported over 20,000 deserving young people by providing nearly $23 million in grants;

WHEREAS, NEED offers a number of services to help students succeed including: scholarship
and grant programs, educational tours of Historical Black College and Universities, access to college and
career training programs, the African American Male Mentoring Initiative, the Workforce Diversity
Internship program, Future NEED Scholars, and the STEM program; and

blessing that it has been and will continue to be to countless students and families who call Allegheny County
home.
