WHEREAS, Mr. Little was hired by WDUQ-FM at Duguesne University in 1972, where he became a
prominent radio journalist; his show brought current social issues such as African-American struggles for equality to
the forefront on public radio; he produced and hosted a number of radio shows including: “Window into the
Community,” “Commmunity Perspective,” “Pittsburgh Perspective,” and “I'he Anderson Little Report;” Mr. Little
reported on the topics of jobs, education, and other public affairs while hosting “The Anderson Little Report;” and

inspiration to many for bis dedication to civil rights activism in our community; we thank bis family for sharing him
with us for all of these years.
