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OBJECTIVE 

 

The Redevelopment Authority of Allegheny County (“RAAC”) hereby solicits and requests 

qualifications (“the Qualification”) from organizations (“the Firm”) to supply lead-based paint 

hazard control services (“Lead Hazard Control”) and services to remediate other health and 

safety hazards (“Healthy Homes Interventions”) in residential units throughout Allegheny 

County. The intent of this Request for Qualifications (RFQ) is to identify a pool of qualified lead 

abatement Firms able to perform Lead Hazard Control and Healthy Homes Interventions 

(collectively, “the Services”) as part of the Allegheny Lead Safe Homes Program (“the 

Program”).  

 

For a Firm’s Qualification to be considered, the Firm must meet all training and certification 

requirements set by the PA Department of Labor and Industry (PA DLI) and the U.S. 

Environmental Protection Agency (EPA). These requirements include having the following valid 

certifications: 

 

• PA DLI Lead Worker Certification(s)  

• PA DLI Lead Supervisor Certification  

• PA DLI Lead Firm Certification  

• EPA Renovation, Repair and Painting Program (EPA RRP) Renovator Certification  

• EPA RRP Firm Certification 

 

RAAC will only consider Qualifications from Firms that have valid certifications in all of the 

above. Firms must also have a minimum of two (2) years of experience performing residential 

work. 

 

OVERVIEW 

 

The Program is funded under a HUD Office of Healthy Homes and Lead Hazard Control grant. 

The $3 million Lead Hazard Reduction Demonstration grant was awarded to Allegheny County 

Economic Development (ACED) to perform Lead Hazard Control in 175 homes. An additional 

$400,000 was awarded to ACED to perform Healthy Home Interventions in 75 of the houses 

where Lead Hazard Control will be performed. RAAC is a sub-grantee to ACED and will be 

responsible for hiring Firms to perform the Services. 

 

Units assisted under the Program will include both home-owner occupied and occupied rental 

properties throughout Allegheny County, including the City of Pittsburgh. Firms must be willing 

to work County-wide. 

 

ACED will review applications from homeowner occupants and tenants/property owners and 

determine application eligibility with Program guidelines. ACED staff will order a lead-based 

paint risk inspection and assessment (“LBPI/RA”) and a Healthy Home Rating System 

assessment (“HHRS Assessment”) for eligible units. ACED is partnering with the Urban 

Redevelopment Authority of Pittsburgh (“URA”), who will prepare a scope of work for each unit 

(“Unit Scope of Work”) based upon the LBPI/RA and HHRS Assessment.    
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The purpose of this RFQ is to identify a pool of qualified lead abatement Firms able to perform 

the Services. RAAC will establish a fixed pricing schedule for all Services based upon 

consultation with the Firms, industry standard pricing, RAAC’s experience with similar 

programs, and cost reasonableness.  

 

RAAC will not be seeking bids for each individual unit. RAAC will assign units to each Firm in 

the pool based upon capacity, past performance, and other criteria determined by RAAC. The 

Firm will be provided with the Unit Scope of Work, the amount to be paid, any administrative or 

other requested items to be completed, and must visit the unit and review the Unit Scope of 

Work before accepting the job.  

 

Firms that repeatedly decline assignments, fail to complete the Services on a unit within the 

agreed upon time frame, fail to perform Services in a quality manner, do not maintain good 

relationships with program partners and participants, do not perform according to RAAC’s 

expectations and standards, or generally do not meet RAAC’s expectations may be assigned 

fewer units or RAAC may terminate their agreement. 

 

RAAC anticipates requesting the Services between June 2017 and December 2020. The pool of 

Firms will not remain static during this time. RAAC reserves the right to add Firms to the pool 

on either probationary or permanent status throughout the duration of the Program and to issue 

additional Requests for Qualifications throughout the duration of the Program.  

 

The Services include: 

 

1. Lead Hazard Control  

 

Lead Hazard Control Services will include interim controls, abatement when necessary 

and cost effective, and minimal housing intervention activities that are specifically 

required in order to carry out effective Lead Hazard Control. All Lead Hazard Control 

will be specifically outlined and identified in the Unit Scope of Work. ACED anticipates 

that per unit costs will average $11,500.00.  

 

Firms are required to perform lead hazard control work in a safe and effective manner 

following all applicable HUD, EPA, OSHA, Federal, State and local regulations and 

guidelines.   

 

2. Healthy Homes Interventions 

 

Firms will be responsible for directly performing or subcontracting for the performance 

of Healthy Homes Interventions in approximately 75 units undergoing Lead Hazard 

Control. The Healthy Homes Interventions to be completed will be based upon a HHRS 

Assessment, which is a system that rates 29 hazards for their potential to harm residents 

(not a standard) and enables those risks to be removed or minimized. The HHRS 

addresses all the key issues that affect health and safety due to conditions in the home. 

The HHRS provides an analysis of just how hazardous a dwelling is and provides 

evidence and statistical information to assist assessors in making their judgments. The 
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inspection process is a risk-based assessment and considers the effect on occupant health 

of any hazards in the property. Hazards are rated according to how serious they are and 

the effect they are having, or could have, on the occupants, that is, “the effect of the 

defect”. The basic principle is that the property should be safe and healthy for occupation.

ACED will determine which units will receive Healthy Home Interventions. Any Healthy 

Homes Interventions to be completed will be written into the Unit Scope of Work 

provided to the Firm. Firms will be expected to complete the Healthy Homes 

Interventions at the same time they are completing the Lead Hazard Control. RAAC 

expects per unit costs of $4,000 for Healthy Homes Interventions. 

 

RAAC invites Firms to submit documentation of the qualifications and expertise they would 

utilize to perform the Services.  This information, as well as other information provided to 

RAAC in your response, will serve as the basis for selection and negotiations.  

 

Final responsibility for the selection of Firms rests with RAAC. The Firms will be engaged to 

undertake the agreed-to scope of services, and agreement will be reached on the project strategy, 

schedule, and other related matters once the Firms have been selected.    

 

WORK REQUESTED 

 

RAAC intends to hire more than one Firm to complete the services outlined in this Qualification. 

The Firms selected as a result of this RFQ process shall be expected to provide the following 

services, including, but not be limited to: 

 

1. Once assigned a unit by RAAC, contact the property owner and/or tenant and visit the 

unit to review the Unit Scope of Work. Firms must notify RAAC that they accept or 

decline work on an assigned unit within a specified timeline to be determined by RAAC, 

or the unit will be assigned to another firm. ACED will develop local policy regarding the 

required timelines for each of these tasks and what documents need to be submitted as 

part of accepting or denying a job; 

  

2. Submit a written occupant and worksite protection plan to RAAC within the timeframe 

established by ACED under local policy. This plan will be used by RAAC to determine 

whether occupants will be relocated during performance of the Services; 

 

3.  Once accepted a job, mobilize in a timely fashion to establish a start-date in accordance 

with local policy developed by ACED, which is to include time to submit 5-day 

notification to PADLI; 

 

4. Conduct Lead Hazard Control and Healthy Homes Interventions as identified in the Unit 

Scope of Work and in accordance with all applicable HUD, EPA, OSHA, Federal, State, 

local regulations and other appropriate regulations and guidelines.  It is expected that the

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Firm will complete both the Healthy Homes Interventions and the Lead Hazard Control 

at the same time; 

 

5. Actively participate in on-site project-monitoring activities and cooperate fully with the 

URA, which will provide construction management services for the Program, RAAC, or 

any other parties RAAC determines appropriate. This may include participating in a pre-

construction meeting with the property owner to finalize project details, a safety meeting 

to ensure adequate worker and worksite protection, and other items as deemed necessary; 

 

6. Carry out quality work, following the Unit Scope of Work and all applicable HUD, EPA, 

OSHA, Federal, State, local regulations and other appropriate regulations and guidelines; 

 

7. Complete the Services for a unit in the agreed-upon timeframe; 

 

8. Payments will be made upon completion of work and a successful clearance test. Stage 

payments will be considered on a case by case basis by RAAC; 

 

9. If clearance testing reveals that the lead levels are above the clearance action levels, re-

cleans or additional required work by the contractor and re-inspections will occur at the 

contractor’s expense until the property passes final clearance, excepting certain 

extenuating circumstances, as determined by RAAC; 

 

10. Maintain excellent and professional communication with occupants, property owners, 

URA staff and RAAC staff, and promptly elevate concerns to RAAC staff as appropriate; 

 

11. Participate in grant-program feedback forums as request by RAAC, which on average 

may be on a quarterly basis.   

 

 

MINIMUM EXPECTATIONS 

 

Firms must have and maintain all certifications identified on page 1 of this RFQ throughout the 

duration of the engagement. Firms must submit updated licenses to RAAC throughout the course 

of the engagement. 

 

Because the Services require involvement with tenants, landlords, and homeowners, including 

entering their private residences, a high level of professionalism is required. While performing 

the Services, Firms are required to represent RAAC in a professional manner at all times.  

 

If selected, the Firm will be required to comply with prompt timelines for completing all work 

assigned, as stated in the contract and/or established in local policy by ACED. 

 

The Firm must perform all Services in accordance with all applicable Federal, State, and local 

laws and regulations and Program guidelines, including but not limited to:

If selected, the Firm will be required to provide evidence of the types and levels of insurance 

carried by the Firm, including Professional and/or General Liability, Workers Compensation, and 

Automobile Insurance. ACED hopes to purchase an umbrella pollution liability coverage policy 

that will cover RAAC and Firms that perform work under the Program. If ACED is unsuccessful 

in purchasing an umbrella pollution liability coverage policy, ACED will work with each firm to 

establish expectations regarding pollution liability coverage.  

 

QUALIFICATION SUBMISSION 

 

 

The response to this RFQ is rolling and will be considered until funding ends in December 

2020.

To be considered, a Firm shall submit a complete response to this RFQ.  RAAC encourages 

quality submittals that are compatible with local rules and regulations.  Submittals shall be 

comprehensive, straightforward, and accurate, and shall contain a concise delineation of the 

Firm’s capability to deliver the proposed activities. 

 

The Firm shall submit one (1) original and one (1) copy of all documents required as part of the 

RFQ.  Submissions must be hand delivered or delivered by postal or delivery service by the time 

indicated below; e-mail or electronic delivery will not be accepted.   

 

It is the Firm’s sole responsibility to read and interpret this RFQ and the written instructions 

contained herein. 

 

Questions about the RFQ may be submitted, in written form only, to Questions and answers, if

Addenda to the RFQ, if issued, will be sent to each party who received copies of the RFQ 

provided that each party provides its name and e-mail address to Jennifer Saks at 

Jennifer.Saks@alleghenycounty.us.It is the responsibility of all parties submitting responses to 

the RFQ to make inquiry as to the Addenda issued and to ascertain that all Addenda have been 

received prior to submitting a Qualification.  All such Addenda shall become part of the RFQ 

documents, and all respondents shall be bound by such Addenda, whether or not received by the 

respondents.

i. PA DLI certification/license for the Firm 

ii. Each worker and supervisor’s PA DLI certification/license 

iii. The Firm’s EPA RRP certification/license 

iv. EPA RRP Certified Renovator Certification 

v. The Firm’s Pennsylvania Home Improvement Contractor license (PAHIC#) 
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D. Examples of other contracts under which services similar in scope, size, and/or 

discipline to the required services were performed over the last three years. These 

examples should demonstrate your knowledge of Federal, State, and local code 

and regulation as well as your ability to comply with a strict schedule;

A. Attachment B lists the 29 hazards as identified in the HHRS and the work that we 

anticipate will be needed to complete these remediations. Addressing these 

hazards may be included in the Healthy Homes Interventions required under a 

Unit Scope of Work. Firms must specify if the Firm is able to complete these 

remediations in-house. If the Firm will need to subcontract to complete any of the 

work listed, the Firm must provide the name(s) of any subcontractor(s) the Firm 

anticipates using. 

 

EVALUATION CRITERIA 

 

The following criteria in each qualification will be considered in evaluating Firms for potential 

selection. 

 

1.  Experience 

 

A. Demonstrated experience in performing work and/or services as identified in 

“Work Requested”; 
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B. Demonstrated experience in meeting deadlines and working with quick client 

turnaround times; 

C. Evidence of the Firm's ability to perform the services, as indicated by profiles of 

the principals' and staffs' professional and technical competence; 

D. Demonstrated knowledge of Federal, State, and local code and regulation relative 

to the work 

 

2.  Qualification of: 

 

A. Project Team Members (including licenses and credentials);  

B. Overall Supervision 

 

3.  Minority/Women/Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (M/W/DBE/VOSB) Participation  

 

A. ACED has established a goal of having thirteen percent (13%) MBE participation 

and two percent (2%) WBE participation for all projects funded by ACED. 

Qualifications should indicate a commitment to meet or exceed ACED’s goals. 

 

B. ACED has established a goal of having five percent (5%) participation by 

Veteran-Owned Small Businesses (VOSBs) in all contracts for goods and services 

which utilize funds provided by or through the ACED. Qualifications should 

indicate a commitment to meet or exceed ACED’s goals. 

 

REVIEW AND SELECTION PROCESS  

 

RAAC will review all submittals to identify those that in its judgment are most qualified and 

advantageous for its purposes.  The review may include a request for additional information, 

interviews, and negotiations with submitting Firms.  RAAC may also request more detailed 

project information, including but not limited to conceptual designs, the Firm’s financial 

information, and project pro forma.  All such input obtained will be used to determine which 

submittal is most appropriate for working toward an Agreement that is suitable for all parties. 

 

RAAC intends to make a decision based upon information in the response to the RFQ submitted 

by the Firm, investigation of projects and/or programs completed by the Firm, performance in 

previous undertakings, and other pertinent factors.  The selected Firm will be chosen on the basis 

of the Firm’s qualifications, experience, and capabilities to undertake, complete, and manage the 

project. RAAC will make a determination after reviewing qualifications as to whether it will 

request interviews of candidates. 

 

RAAC expressly reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to: (1) select one or more Firms 

whose Qualifications best meet the evaluation criteria and are most responsive to RAAC’s 

objectives; (2) accept or reject any and all Qualifications, in whole or in part, for any 

reason or no reason whatsoever; (3) alter, change or modify in any way the selection 

process or this RFQ, at any time and without notice; (4) postpone or cancel the selection 

process for its own convenience at any time and without notice; (5) waive any defects, 

irregularities or nonconformities contained in any submitted qualifications or responses to 
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this RFQ; (6) disregard all non-conforming, non-responsive or conditional qualifications or 

responses to this RFQ; (7) waive any submission requirements contained within this RFQ 

or otherwise; (8) terminate this RFQ at any time, without notice; and/or (9) issue a new 

RFQ or RFP with respect to the Properties at any time. 

 

Neither this RFQ nor any part or aspect of the selection process shall in any way be 

deemed to create, constitute an offer for, or constitute an acceptance of an offer for, a 

binding contract or agreement of any kind between the RAAC and any Firm.   If RAAC 

selects a Firm to provide the services described in this RFQ, and RAAC deems said Firm to 

be capable, experienced and prepared, RAAC may enter into an agreement or agreements 

with said Firm as deemed appropriate by RAAC in its sole discretion.  Response to this 

RFQ indicates the interest of Firms to be considered for such an agreement(s); however, 

the RAAC shall be under no obligation to enter into any binding agreement or contract 

with any Firm as a result of this RFQ, or as a result of any subsequent negotiations or any 

other part or aspect of the selection process.  RAAC reserves the right to terminate any and 

all discussions and negotiations with any Firm at any time prior to the execution of a 

formal, written agreement(s) between RAAC and said Firm.  No legal or contractual rights 

or obligations between RAAC and the Firm will come into existence at any time; and no 

legal or contractual rights or obligations between RAAC and a Firm will come into 

existence unless and until a formal, written agreement(s) has been fully executed by both 

parties.  The legal rights and obligations which will come into existence at such time shall 

be limited to those expressly set forth or incorporated by reference in said Agreement. 

 

GENERAL CONDITIONS       

 

All qualifications, including attachments, supplementary materials, addenda, etc. shall become 

the property of RAAC and will not be returned. 

 

The Firm, by submitting a response to the RFQ, waives all rights to protest or seek any legal 

remedies whatsoever regarding any aspect of the RFQ, RAAC’s selection of a Firm with whom 

it enters into negotiations, RAAC's rejection of any or all responses, and any subsequent 

Agreement that might be entered into as a result of the Request for Qualification. 

 

The Firm, its employees, contractors, and primary subcontractors will not discriminate against or 

segregate any person or group of persons on any unlawful basis. 

 

The Firm selected will be required to abide by all County, State, and Federal regulations, 

including but not limited to providing opportunities for M/W/DBE/VOSB contracting, labor 

compliance, environmental reviews, and other applicable regulations. 

 

DIVERSITY  

 

RAAC does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, creed, religion, disability, or sexual 

orientation.  Furthermore, minority, women, and disadvantaged business owners are encouraged 

to pursue business opportunities with RAAC.
